TWO GRANTS FURTHER ADULT DAY RENOVATIONS

The Senior Independence Adult Day
Center in West Akron provides a home
away from home for approximately 20
older adults each day. For these clients
and their families, a safe, comfortable and
welcoming environment is a necessity.

While some improvements have been
made since the center opened more than
25 years ago, the furnishings are dated
and must be replaced to accommodate
current and future clients.

Thankfully, two local foundations
have stepped forward to support this
endeavor.

Trust and The Sisler McFawn Foundation
have each provided the center with grants
to purchase new plush chairs for the
seating area.
